Introducin
the Jolson
musical . ..
minus the

black face

THE producers of a musical
about the Broadway star Al
Jolson have been criticised for
cutting a scene in which
he appears with a “blacked-
up” face.

The American singer
and actor, who was the star of
the first “talking picture”, was
famous for performing in
black make-up in the 1920s,
a style Blc;%zied later in the
BBC’s and White Min-
strel Show.

But the producers of Jolson
& Co, which opens in
Edinburgh next week before a

British tour, have dropped the

scene in which the lead sings
My Mammy in “blackface”.

Michael Harrison, the pro-
ducer, said blacking up would
offend a lot of people. “It is
correct that Al Jolson did
black up but not all of the
time, and his life story is not
about blacking up.”

He said that when Jolson
appeared on a Sunday night
at the Winter Garden Theatre
in New York, the event on
which the new show was
based, he did not black up.

However, he said it would
have been “outrageous” to
ignore the issue and therefore
blacking up was discussed in
a scene featuring Jolson and
Mae West. “We are not trying
to shun it, but we took the
decision not to show it,” he
added.

The decision was made
despite Equity, the actors’
union, having said that a Jol-
son show was one of the few
occasions on which it “might
not actively object because it
was about a white artist who

blacked up”.
Laura Midgley, of the Cam-
paign Against Political Cor-

rectness, said the decision
made “absolutely no sense”
and was a clumsy case of
“political correctness taking
the place of authenticity”.

Aﬁan Stewart, who plays
Jolson, appeared in another
musical about the entertainer
12 years ago that included a
“blackface” number, but that
did not cause outcry.

He said the scene should
si.lay. but added Lli_lat “even the
slightest si of negativity”
coix‘}l1d be bgarél news for the
production.

Jolson, who died in 1950,

was credited with fighting rac-
ism on Broadway.
